The enrollment must be completed using Firefox, 

Chrome, or Safari web browsers. 4-H Online enrollment is not supported by Internet Explorer.

Enrollment Fee 
Maryland 4-H has an annual $10.00 enrollment fee per 4-H member (No fee is collected for volunteers and any children in a family beyond 

three).  Families will pay the enrollment fee online by credit card at the time they enroll.  After payment has been received, each family will 

receive two emails; first notification that enrollment has been received and second notification that the enrollment has been approved at 

the county 4-H office.  

Livestock Contracts 
Livestock Contracts need to be filled out by any 4-Hers who may consider taking a market animal project. This is a paper form (yellow) 

and is not part of the online enrollment.  Be sure to complete this form if there is any chance you may bring a market animal to the fair. The 

contracts are available from the club leaders or contacting the 4-H office. They are due to the Garrett  4-H Office by  January 31, 2025.
