Maryland	State	Poultry	&	Egg		Contest 
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Frederick County 4-H Horticulture Judging Team 

Frederick County 4-H members were well represented at the Maryland State Horticulture Judging Contest on  
September 2. The contest consisted of identifying ϐlowers, vegetables and herbs, fruits and nuts, ornamentals (trees, 
shrubs, vines), and pests (pests, weeds, and diseases) and 8 quality judging classes. The senior contestants also had 
a written exam consisting of 40 questions. The contest is based on the National Junior Horticulture Association 
identiϐication lists. 

In the Junior division, the team placed ϐirst. Individually, Penny placed 1st in Flowers, 3rd in Ornamentals,  
Vegetables, and Fruit and Nuts, 2nd Pests and 3rd overall. Emma placed 1st in Flowers, Vegetables, Fruits and Nuts 
and Pests, 2nd in Ornamentals and 1st overall. Eli placed 4th in Flowers and Ornamentals and Pests, and 6th in 
Fruits and Nuts and Vegetables and 6th overall. 

In the Intermediate division, Desmond placed 3rd in Flowers, and 5th in Fruits and Nuts, Vegetables, Ornamentals, 
and Pests and 5th Overall. Abigail placed 6th in Flowers, Ornamentals, Vegetables, Fruits and Nuts, and Pests and 
6th overall. 

In the Senior division, Bobear placed 1st in Ornamentals, Fruit and Nuts, Pests and the exam, 3rd in Flowers, 2nd in 
Vegetables, and 1st Overall. Joni placed 4th in Flowers, 6th in Ornamentals, 8th in Fruits and Nuts, 5th in Vegeta-
bles, 10th in Pests, 7th in the Exam, and 7th overall. 

Bobear and Joni were on the team that represented Maryland at the National Contest held in Kalamazoo, Michigan 
on October 6-9 in conjunction with the National Junior Horticulture Association Convention. The Maryland team 
placed ϐirst in the nation and individually Bobear was 3rd and Joni was 4th . 

Kira who placed 1st in last year’s national competition, also participated in the open division at Kalamazoo.   She 
placed Honors and was also the High Point Individual!
