Gill, passed away unexpectedly on October 6, 2024. Known for his 

kind heart, tremendous energy, and love of life, Stanton will be 

sorely missed by his friends, his extensive working community, and 

his family. Stanton is survived by his wife Nancy, his two daughters 

Chelsey and Kelly (Kentaro), his sister Rose Mary (Ed), and his 

brother David (Sandy). 

 

Stanton, a distinguished entomologist and an icon in the cut flower industry, loved the opportunity 

to share his passions of research and education, working with the University of Maryland at the 

Central Maryland Research and Education Center (CMREC), for nearly 50 years. He was an integral 

part of establishing the Montgomery College Landscape Technology 2-year AA degree program 

where he took his students beyond the classroom by passing on real world practical experiences to 

expand his students’ skills and abilities. He expanded his horizons and understanding of the sciences 

he taught by purchasing farmland and painstakingly establishing an extensive orchard operation at 

his beloved MacBride and Gill Falcon Ridge Farm.

As a husband, father, friend, educator, colleague and mentor, he touched many lives and will long be 

remembered.
