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GENERAL RULES

A 4-H or FFA member must not have passed his or her eighteenth birthday as of January 1 of the current year.

An FFA member, to be eligible to participate in activities at the Fair, must be a member in good standing for the current school year of either the North
Harford or Harford Tech Chapters.

A 4-H member, to be eligible to participate in activities at the Fair, must be enrolled in club work (specific project areas) in Harford County and have
his or her enrollment into the Extension Office on/or before May 1 of the current year.

ALL indoor and outdoor exhibitors must be enrolled in a specific project area on their member enroliment form. (Examples: You must have a food
project listed on your member enroliment form in order to enter cookies on your farm fair entry form. You must have the goat project on your member
enrollment form in order to enter goats on your farm fair entry form.)

All 4-H and FFA members must comply with individual department eligibility rules.

Clovers are members who have not reached their eighth birthday by January 1 of the current year. Juniors are 8-10 years of age, Intermediates are 11-
13 years of age, and Seniors are 14-18 years of age by January 1 of the current year.

All exhibits must have been completed, grown, or added to, since the 2024 Farm Fair by the exhibitor.

The Fair assumes no responsibility for loss or damage to an entry.

. Superintendents of each department have the authority to make any decisions necessary concerning the exhibits as well as the care, welfare, and

judging of exhibits.

There will be no alcoholic beverages allowed on the Fair Grounds during set-up, shows, or clean up. Youth and volunteers will be asked to leave the
grounds if a violation of this rule occurs.

There will be no recording device of any kind, including video, audio or a combination of video & audio, installed or otherwise affixed anywhere on the
grounds of the Harford County Equestrian Center, including but not limited to the barns, buildings or other structure, whether temporary or permanent,
during the period of the Harford County Farm Fair or without the express written authorization of the Harford County Farm Fair Board of Directors.
Participants are asked to cash their Fair Premium Checks within 60 days of receiving them.

All indoor exhibits are to be entered on Saturday, July 19, 2025 between 9:00 am — 12:00 pm (see indoor rules). All entries must be removed between
8:00 am to 11:00 am on Sunday, July 27, 2025.

All indoor entries will have an entry tag attached before the exhibit will be accepted.



ON-LINE ENTRY INSTRUCTIONS

1. All Entries, except Clovers, will only be accepted online by June 20, 2025 at 11:59 pm. No late entries will be accepted. Clover 4-Hers will
not enter online. Clover exhibits from classes 1-16 will be entered by filling out the paper Clover Entry Form. This paper form is located
on the Extension office website. The link to the Clover paper form is https://extension.umd.edu/locations/harford-county/local-4-h-youth-
education/ .

2. Read the 4-H Farm Fair Catalog. Notice the General Rules, Outdoor Rules, Indoor Rules, and all rules for each Division and for some classes.
Rules change and are added each year.

3. Pre-pick your classes by reviewing all of the 4-H Farm Fair Catalog. Most classes are for specific age groups (clovers, junior, intermediate,
and senior) so make sure you are entering the correct class.

4. Remember that number of exhibits are limited and only make entries that do not exceed the maximum number of entries per department.

5. Club Leaders and Superintendents strongly encourage 4-Hers to enter quality exhibits. Please limit superfluous entries when submitting
online to keep entry costs down; for every class you enter, there is a fee that has been graciously absorbed by the 4-H Fair. Let’s limit the
number of no-show entries and have high quality exhibits that showcase your 4-H learning and the Harford County 4-H Program.

6. Assemble all required papers for your entries. There are required registration, health forms, tag numbers, etc. required for some animal
exhibits, see all rules for the papers that are required. These papers must be with the animal exhibit at all times that the animal is on the
Fairgrounds. There are also entry forms that must be with the exhibit at time of entry, see the forms section of the 4-H Farm Fair Catalog.

7. Once you have gone through the 4-H Farm Fair Catalog start your online entry process by:

b. Go to: https://harford.fairwire.com/
c. Goto “Register” at the top of the page just above Welcome. You can place your entries as the exhibitor only. Family and club
exhibits for special classes only. (Premium checks are written to the registered exhibitor as placed in the on-line entry only!)
d. If first year exhibitor: Once you pick your password, please write it down, you will need it to sign in again to the site. If previous year
exhibitor: Use your previous log in and password.
c. Start picking your classes. We wish you the best for a great Fair!
i. All animal exhibits must enter the breed of the exhibit when entering the class by clicking on the breed tab.
ii. Some classes are limited to one entry per exhibitor. See the General Rules and the rules for each department for numbers
of entries allowed per class.

f. Make sure you save your cart before you sign out or you will lose your entries. You may want to print a copy of your entries.
Check your email for a confirmation of your entries. If you do not have a confirmation, you have not entered. Do not go back in
and enter again the same entries.

8. You can always sign in again to Fairwire using your original user ID and password site until the closing of the entries on June 20, 2025 at 11:59
pm. DO NOT Create a new username and password if you do entries at a second sitting. If you need to change an entry, please call the 4-H

RULES FOR LIVESTOCK SALE

4-Hers or a family member are required to remain with their animals until weigh-in is complete. You will be disqualified if someone
representing your animal is not present.
All animals must be healthy and sound in order to sell.

To be eligible for the Livestock Sale, all market animals must show AND be placed in their respective market class.
Each exhibitor may sell a total of three (3) animals. No more than two (2) animals from each species.
Exception to the rule of three — if exhibitor has Champion or Reserve Champion.
All market animals will be selected for eligibility for the sale by the grading committee.
The Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion of each species MUST be sold through the sale, except those not meeting weight
requirements. Under-weight or over-weight animals cannot be eligible for Champion or Reserve Champion.
All exhibitors and their market animals must comply with the General Rules, Rules for Outdoor Exhibitors, and their respective species
Rules and Regulations to be eligible to participate in the sale.
The superintendent’s decision will be final in all matters.
Commissions will be assessed as follows:
a. 3% deducted for insurance and sales expenses.
b. $1.00 deducted on beef auctioned to go to the Maryland Beef Council.
c. A percentage deducted on swine auctioned to go to the Maryland Pork Producers.
d. $0.005 per pound deducted for sheep auctioned.

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DEPARTMENT O - OUTDOOR EXHIBITOR RULES

State rules specify that CLOVERS may NOT SHOW ANY ANIMALS.
All Breed animals must be registered with their breed association in the exhibitor’s name on or before July 1 of current year. No animals will
be allowed to show with papers pending. Registration papers must be available for inspection at any time during the Fair.

. All market livestock must be registered by dates designated in species rules. Weighing and tagging will take place at the Harford County

Fairgrounds for market hogs, sheep, and goats only. Dates and times to be announced.

Exhibitors must have completed the mandatory ANIMAL HUSBANDRY/QUALITY ASSURANCE online training for BEEF, DAIRY, GOATS,
HORSES, POULTRY, SHEEP, SWINE, and RABBITS by July 1.

Proper identification must be used on all species. RFID Tags must be used in Beef, Swine and Dairy Cattle. Scrapie tags for market lambs and
market goats. Tattoos (or microchips) and registration papers for Dairy Goats, registered Boer Goats and registered Sheep.

All entries must comply with current Maryland Livestock Sanitary Service Health Rules (must be checked while the State Veterinarian is on the
Fairgrounds).

Weigh in at the Farm Fair is MANDATORY. Exhibitors are expected to remain with their animals at all times so the weigh in can proceed in a
timely and orderly fashion. If you cannot be with your animal, you MUST convey this to your superintendent ahead of time and identify the
person who will represent you in your absence.

HEALTH, REGISTRATION, and SELF CERTIFICATION papers must be with the animals at all times. Health and Self Certification papers

will be checked before unloading.

If medicating your animal in any form (oral, I.V., rectal) you must notify your Superintendent before medicating

animals at the Fair-period.

The Farm Fair Veterinarian will be on the grounds to check health papers for dairy, goats, swine, sheep, and beef.
Exhibitors must stay with their animals until papers are checked.
All male market lambs, hogs, goats, and cattle must be castrated and completely healed.
All animals for the Livestock Sale should see schedule.
The preparation of all animals for exhibit is the responsibility of the Exhibitor. Exhibitors may receive guidance only from immediate family
members, other Maryland 4-H/FFA youth, and appointed UME Volunteers or FFA Advisor. Violation of this policy will be given one verbal
warning. A second violation will result in the disqualification of the exhibitor and dismissal from the fairgrounds.
Animals not meeting weight requirements cannot be eligible for Champion or Reserve Champion.
POULTRY: a) All exhibitors MUST show proof that poultry originated from a Pullorum-Typhoid Free Flock and has remained at a NPIP site
since change in ownership; or have been tested negative for Pullorum-Typhoid not more than 90 days before the exhibition. b) All poultry
MUST be tested for Avian Flu within 30 days prior to exhibition. Poultry testing will be provided by the Paws & Claws 4-H club on a
designated date to be announced which is typically the first week in July.

Presenting a positive image to the public is paramount. All livestock animals in the barn MUST have clean water and fresh bedding at ALL
times. Keep your area and aisle neat and clean at all times. Premiums will be forfeited unless animals and equipment are properly cared
for throughout the entire Fair.
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Please keep in mind that we are here to educate and inform the public about livestock and agriculture. Please refrain from the use of
profanity and disrespectful behaviors.
All livestock exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up manure at the conclusion of the Fair. Early departure is prohibited. Premiums will be
forfeited unless given special permission by the Superintendent.
All entries in the livestock division will receive ribbons for placing in respective classes. All livestock will receive a participation award of:

$15 per head for dairy and beef

$10 per head for horses and ponies

$10 Jeopardy

S9 per head for sheep, swine, and goats

S5 per dog, cavy, cat, rabbit, or poultry

S3 per small-caged pet entries
All horses/ponies shown at the Farm Fair must have a horse Identification Card completed and on file in the County Extension Office on/or
before May 1 of the current year. A negative Coggins test must be submitted with Farm Fair Entry Form.
All dogs must have Identification Card on file in the County Extension Office on/or before May 1 of the current year and must submit a
rabies certification with Farm Fair Entry Form.
All cats MUST submit a rabies certificate with their Farm Fair Entry Form.
All animal leasing papers and forms are due by May 1, current year in the County Extension Office.
Cavies, cats, and small pets must be in place one hour before scheduled show.
Premiums and participant awards listed are dependent on the number of entries and appropriations of the State Fair Board.
When decorating barn stalls, no advertisements or phone numbers are allowed.
FFA members must wear the prescribed uniforms/attire. 4-H attire: Jeans-no holes, clean. Closed toe shoes only. No crocs, no sandals, no flip
flops. 4-H t-shirt provided during check in. Note: If showing Dairy, only white pants and white shirt are allowed.
All judges, fair and event officials and/or UME/4-H staff and volunteers shall be treated with courtesy, cooperation, and respect, and no person
shall give direct abusive or threatening conduct towards them or exhibitors or others participating in the activity. In addition, direct criticism
or interference with a judge, fair, show or event official, exhibitor, breed representative, or UME/4H staff or volunteer before, during, or after
an event of other activity is prohibited and may result in disqualification or dismissal from the Fairgrounds.
Please read and follow individual department rules and guidelines including the 4H Livestock Code of Conduct which will be strictly enforced at
all times.

All eligible Market Goats should be born on or after January 1 of current year, have their milk teeth and may not show any breaking or
eruption of the two permanent front teeth. Market goats must weigh over 40 Ibs. Market goats will be shown by weight. Market goat
entries will be weighed and divided into weight classes at the Superintendent’s discretion.

All market wethers must be tagged (scrapie and 4H), castrated, and completely healed to be eligible for the show and sale.

Commercial market does entered in Market classes are not eligible to compete in breeding classes.

. Fitting of all goats shall be completed by the exhibitor only. The exhibitor can be assisted by an immediate family member or by another

active 4-H or FFA member. Market goats should be shown in the Fitting and Showmanship classes with uniformly short hair above the
knees and hocks. No adhesive, show foam, coloring agents, paints, oils, glitter or any other fitting aids are to be used to prepare for show
or sale.

The Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Market Goats MUST BE SOLD at the 4-H Livestock Sale.

Market wethers and market does sold at the Fair are NOT eligible for any other 4-H participation for the remainder of the current year. As
per 4-H rules, the sale of the animal terminates the 4-H Market project. If you plan to show your market doe as a commercial doe
the following year, it must be brought to Spring Weigh In and tagged with a commercial 4-H tag.

Contestants are not permitted to talk with others during and between the contest stations and testing components. One (1) warning will
be issued. Failure to comply may result in disqualification.

All scoring will be based on the Maryland State Contests. Please refer to the State Livestock and Dairy Guides.

Questions and information will be sourced from the study material provided by UMD Extension for the Maryland Livestock Skillathon,
Dairy Skillathon and Dairy Bowl Contests. These include but are not limited to The Virginia Tech Dairy Quiz Bowl Guide and the Ohio
State University Resource Handbooks for Dairy, Swine, Beef, Sheep and Goats.

In the event of a tie, the first 5 written test questions will be used as a tie breaker. If needed, the following 5 will be continued to be used
until the tie has been broken.
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AGRICULTURAL JEOPARDY

The Agricultural Jeopardy contest is an activity where youth compete individually against each other. Based off the popular game show, youth
answer questions that put their general livestock and dairy knowledge to the test. Competition points are awarded for correctly answering
guestions about the agricultural industry and closely related areas. Each contest consists of six categories. Each category has five (5) questions,
with a point value of 10, 20, 30, 40 or 50 points given to each question based on its difficulty level. A maximum of eight (8) players will compete at
one time. The number of players per contest and rounds will be dependent on the total number of contestants.

The contest will have three (3) age divisions. In the case of a large turn-out, the first twenty-four (24) individuals enter per age category (Junior,
Intermediate and Senior) will compete. There may need to be qualifying rounds to determine who competes in the Champion round for each
division. The contestant with the most points at the end of the final round will be declared the winner. The player with the next greatest points
will be declared second place, etc. In case of a tie for first, second or third place a sudden death question will be asked.

Questions will be sourced from the study material provided by UMD Extension for the Maryland Livestock Skillathon, Dairy Skillathon and Dairy
Bowl Contests. These include but are not limited to The Virginia Tech Dairy Quiz Bowl Guide and the Ohio State University Resource Handbooks for
Dairy, Swine, Beef, Sheep and Goats.

All 4-Hers, regardless of project are eligible to enter. Basic animal agriculture questions will be asked. They will cover dairy, beef, swine, sheep and
goats. Category examples include Nutrition, Reproduction, Breeds and Equipment.

Rules and Regulations:

2. There will be two (2) rounds of play. In Round One each group will be asked the same questions. Depending on the number of
contestants entered the top 2 or 3 will compete in the Final Jeopardy Round. Different questions will be asked and the winners for each
division will be determined in the Final Jeopardy Round.

3. Inthe case of a tie, a sudden death question will be asked.

Unlike the TV Show, we will not have a final Jeopardy Round with wagers.

5. The moderator will select the contestant who chooses the first category and its point value. Answers may be in the form of a question or
statement. Example: 10-point question is “basic structural unit of protein.” Acceptable form would be “What are amino acids?” or
“amino acids.”

6. A contestant wishing to answer any question must activate the signaling device. Since more than one contestant may think they have
signaled the device, contestants may not answer until acknowledged by the moderator. After being acknowledged by the moderator, the
contestant must immediately begin an answer.

E
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7. There will be deductions for wrong answers, failing to signal, not waiting to be recognized and failing to give an answer. If the contestant
does not begin answering almost immediately or fails to give the correct answer, it will be declared incorrect and the question will be
reread once, and another contestant has the chance to buzz in. If no one buzzes in within five (5) seconds, the moderator will move on to
the next question.

8. If a contestant answers without signaling, or waiting to be recognized by the moderator, the answer will be declared invalid, and the
point value of the question will be deducted. The question will then be offered to the opposing individuals.

9. If the answer is incorrect or incomplete, the question shall then be reread, and the other contestants will have one more opportunity to
answer. The judge may not ask the contestant to explain his or her answer.

10. The player with the last correct answer will get to select the next category and point value.

11. The moderator and appointed judge will have the final say if any question is correct or incorrect.

12. All contestants must stay in the staging area during the contest unless competing. Once an individual has been eliminated, contestants
can leave.

13. Each contestant is requested to maintain a respectable demeanor throughout the contest. Any disruptions in the contest room or
holding room will result in the immediate elimination of the individual in question from the contest.

14. If any questions concerning the rules arise, we will default to the Holstein Foundation Dairy Jeopardy Rules Handbook.

15. Basic rules may need to be added or changed as we navigate the inauguration of the contest.

16. All electronic devices (cell phones, tablets, calculators, smart watches, etc.) are prohibited. Contestants are advised to leave these
devices either in their car or with their parents/coaches prior to the start of the contest. If a contestant is discovered to be in possession
of an electronic device during the contest, the contestant will be disqualified.

This show will be governed by rules in the Maryland 4-H Horse and Pony Rule Book; unless otherwise stated and except where noted for
fence heights. All changes are in the catalog.

. All horses and ponies to be shown must have a horse I.D. card filled out, and/or updated, on file in the County Extension Office by May 1

of the current year, including Horse Lovers; and must be enrolled in the Horse Project.

A copy of a valid Coggins MUST be submitted with each horse/pony Farm Fair Entry Form.

Ages categories (junior/intermediate — ages 8-13 and senior ages 14-18) will be selected on the Farm Fair catalog entry pages. Age is
determined as of January 1 of the current year.

An exhibitor may enter only ONE Grooming and Showmanship class and only ONE equitation division.

An exhibitor may enter two project animals in performance with no cross entering between Pleasure and Hunter classes. Only one project
animal may be entered in each Conformation class.

English ATTIRE: See Rule #1and Rule Book. ASTM/SEI approved head gear with harness secured and boots/heeled required when

mounted. English Attire: Green or white polo shirts are permitted in place of show shirt and jacket. Proper jodhpurs or britches with
appropriate accessories and boots (paddock or tall boots) with a heel are required. Jackets may be excused at the discretion of the
superintendent and judge in extreme heat.

Western ATTIRE: neat and attractive western style pants, long-sleeved collared shirt, cowboy boots, and ASTM/SE| approved safety helmets
are required. Chaps permitted in all but Equitation Classes. Green or white polo shirt permitted in place of show shirt.

Horse Lovers require entry form and registration in the project. Club Leader and Show Official’s permission required to enter classes other
than Horse Lovers.

Western TACK: Western (Stock) saddle and Western type bridle or bosal are required. Curb, snaffle, half breed, or spade bits are optional,
but a judge may penalize for excessive use. If spurs are used, the rowels must be blunt and turn freely. Spurs or romal shall not be used in
front of the cinch. Tapaderos are prohibited except for speed events. Martingales, nosebands, and lever action hackamores are prohibited
except for speed events. ASTM/SEI approved helmet required at all times.

Western: Except in speed classes and opening and closing gates, only one hand may be used on reins and hands must not change. The
rider’s hands must be clear of horse and saddle when the horse is in motion.

Western: In pleasure classes 85% of the emphasis is on manners, performance, conformation, and soundness and 15% on neatness and
cleanliness of horse, tack, and rider.

Horses must reverse toward the inside of the ring, away from the rail.

ALL schooling and grooming is done by the 4-Her only.

Classes may be combined/divided or moved at the discretion of show management. LISTEN for announcements.

Schooling sessions will take place before the show and during breaks and will be determined the day of the show. PLEASE LISTEN FOR
ANNOUNCEMENTS.

Exhibitors must comply with General Rules and Rules for 4-H Outdoor Exhibitors. (Horses must leave at the end of the show.)

An Equine Self Evaluation Form must be given to the person in charge of registration upon your arrival at the Fairgrounds.

An exhibitor is responsible for having his or her animal under control at all times and must have safe equipment in good repair.

Only Maryland 4-H and FFA members may school a horse and must be shown by the exhibitor.

ASTM/SEI approved helmet is required AT ALL TIMES FOR ALL RIDERS/EXHIBITORS WHEN MOUNTED. This is a rule that will be strictly
enforced! This includes sitting on your horse, riding outside the ring, and schooling. Only the exhibitor is allowed on their own project
animal(s).

All exhibitors must be enrolled in the 4-H Dog Project.

All dogs must be registered as exhibitor’s project animal with the County Extension Office by May 1 of the current year. All dogs must be
the property of the exhibitor or have a complete lease agreement on file with the County Extension Office by May 1 of the current year.

Exhibitors are limited to showing no more than two (2) dogs. Both may not be entered in the same obedience class.

Each exhibitor must present a certificate stating they and their dog together completed either obedience or handling class during the
current year. Exhibitors showing more than one dog must present a certificate for the current year on one dog and must submit a
certificate that was earned within the previous three (3) years on the other dog.

**Copies of obedience certificates should accompany Farm Fair Entry Forms or be turned into the County Extension Office as soon as the
exhibitor receives them.

Current rabies certificates MUST accompany Farm Fair Entry Forms. (Exhibitors must bring rabies and training certificates with them to
the show.)
Siblings may share a dog provided that they are in different age classes and they may show at the same level of obedience.

Each dog must be shown in the appropriate obedience class that it is prepared for. Dogs having earned one (1) leg toward their AKC
“Companion Dog” Title may not show in Pre-Novice or Novice classes. Dogs having earned one (1) leg toward their AKC “Companion Dog
Excellent” Title or previous winners of Graduate Novice A at the Maryland State Fair must show in Graduate Novice B.

Exhibitors are to be at the Show Ring by 3:00 pm.

An exhibitors meeting will be held at 3:30 pm, ALL dog show exhibitors MUST attend the meeting. Check-in will be immediately after the
meeting.

Sub-Novice Obedience: Dogs that have earned one leg towards AKC CD title or other professional equivalent are not eligible for 4-H Sub-

Beginner Novice Obedience: Dogs that have earned one leg toward AKD CD title or other professional equivalent are not eligible for 4-H

Novice Obedience: Dogs that have earned and AKC CD title or other professional equivalent title are eligible for 4-H Novice Obedience
classes.

Graduate Novice Obedience: Dogs which have not obtained one leg toward CDX title from the AKC or an equivalent title from another
registry but have obtained a CD title from the AKC or an equivalent title from another registry are eligible to compete in this class. Exercises
include: 1. Heal (on leash) and Figure Eight, 2. Drop on Recall (off leash), 3. Dumbbell Recall (off leash), 4. Recall over High Jump (off leash),
5. Recall over Broad Jump (off leash), and 6. Long Down (off leash).

Any competitor who wins his/her obedience class, with competition present, must move up to the next level the following year. A dog that
has won an obedience class with an AKC qualifying score in a state fair dog show may not compete in the same class again.

Female dogs in heat are not allowed to compete.

The judge at his/her discretion may excuse from the ring any dog or handler who falls into the categories: A-Any handler who willfully
interferes with another participant or their dog. B-Any dog which cannot be controlled by its handler. C-Any obviously ill or lame dog. D-
Any dog showing aggression toward other dogs or people. E-Any handler who abuses his/her dog on or out of the ring. F-Poor
sportsmanship.

“Novice” Fitting and Showing handlers who have achieved one of the following in the past must show in “Open” Fitting and Showing:
1stPlace: Three (3) or more exhibitors in the Class

2d Place: Five (5) to nine (9) exhibitors in the Class

3rdPlace: Ten (10) or more exhibitors in the Class

Past winners of “Open Senior Fitting and Showing” at the Maryland State Fair Dog Show are only eligible to enter Class 45 “Grand Champion
Fitting and Showing”.

Class 45 “Grand Champion Fitting and Showing” is limited to winners of 36 — 44 at this year’s show and previous years’ winners of “Open
Senior” at the Maryland State Fair Dog Show.

First year Pre-Novice is for exhibitors who are in the first year of training with their dog.

First year exhibitor classes are for first year project members and first year dogs ONLY.

“Open” Fitting and Showing handlers who change age divisions must remain “Open” Handlers.

All grooming must be done by the exhibitor except specialized breed grooming such as stripping and clipping. Young 4-Hers may have
assistance with grooming procedures such as clipping toe nails so as to prevent injury to the dog.

Novice Rally: Dogs which have earned their RN (Rally Novice) title from AKC or an equivalent title from another registry may not compete
in this class. All work will be done on lead.

Intermediate Rally: Dogs which have earned their Rl (Rally Intermediate) title from AKC or an equivalent title from another registry many
not compete in this class.

Beginner’s Agility Level — An entry-level class for dogs/handler. The course will be a simple horseshoe shape and will be timed. It will have
no less than 6 obstacles and no more than 9. The Superintendent will pick from the following: jumps, tires, tire jump, A-frame, collapsible
chute, tunnel, table, and dog walk. All work is done on leash; however, a tight lead will be penalized by the judge.

Intermediate One Agility Level — All work is done with a grab tag. Excessive use of grab tag will be penalized. The course will have simple turns,
will use 12-14 obstacles and will be timed. Obstacles used will include the ones listed under Beginner Agility Level and also include the regular
dog walk, broad jump, double or triple jumps, and a short set of weave poles set at an angle. The Superintendent will choose from this list of
obstacles.

Intermediate Two Agility Level — All work is done with a grab tag. Excessive use of grab tag will be penalized. The course will have simple
turns, will use 12-14 obstacles and will be timed. Obstacles used will include the ones listed under Beginner and Intermediate One Agility
Levels. The Superintendent will choose from this list of obstacles.

Advanced Agility Level — Dogs must work off lead. The course will be timed. All the above obstacles can be used as well as the seesaw.
Dogs will not wear grab tags and handler may not touch the dog. The course will not have more than 16 obstacles. (Please note that the
above classes do not require the skills necessary to compete at sanctioned agility trials.)

Trialed Dogs Class — This class is for dog/handler teams that have competed at a sanctioned agility trial. Dogs may not wear a collar of any
type and the handler may not touch the dog. The 6-12 weave poles will be straight (vertical). All obstacles can be used.

2. Premises Registration: All poultry exhibitors originating from Maryland must have valid proof of a registered Maryland Poultry Premises ID

shall meet the following Al testing requirements:
Have a negative Avian influenza test conducted on at least 15 birds from their flock (or complete flock if fewer than 15) within 30 days prior
to event and remain segregated from all birds of unknown or positive Avian influenza test status.

All baked goods entries will be exhibited in plastic containers available at the Foods Judging table. Exhibits may be disposed of at the
Superintendent’s discretion if they are no longer visually appealing.

Judging will be based on Flavor, Texture, and Appearance.

There will be a Junior, Intermediate, and Senior division. A Champion and Reserve Champion may be selected in all three age groups and a
Grand Champion may be selected in Baked Goods, and Decorated Cakes.

2. Entries, except where noted, must be standard snapshot size (3” x 5”, 4” x 6”, or 3 15” x 3 %”).

3. All photos must be mounted on white poster board with 1” border (NO EXCEPTIONS). Photos can be mounted with spray adhesive, heat seal,
or other permanent mounting medium. Photos may be mounted horizontally or vertically. All 8” x 10” photos (classes 21-24) must be
mounted the same way.

4. Each exhibitor will be limited to three (3) entries in black and white and three (3) entries in color classes. Additional entries may be
entered in classes 21-24.

5. Onreverse side of mounting, in the upper left corner, print name of exhibitor, class number, category, and age of exhibitor.

6. On front side of mounting, in the lower left corner, attach a white 3” x 5” card (do not cover picture — may be hung below poster board), with
the following information; title of picture, date picture taken, name of camera, type of camera, and kind of film used (information in typed
form would be appreciated, but not necessary).

7. Alunior, Intermediate, and Senior Champion, Reserve Champion, in black and white and in color may be selected. A Grand Champion will be
awarded to the most outstanding photograph.

Each organized club will be limited to one (1) Booth and (1) Banner and it must be pre-entered. Booth exhibits must be entered between
9:00 am and 12:00pm, Saturday July 22 and removed on Saturday, July 29 between 7:00 pm and 8:00pm.

There are two classes offered for booths and banners:

A. Annual theme (for State) 2025-“ Blossoming with 4H”

B. Open theme may feature any theme promoting 4-H/FFA

All banners should be hung using a 56” wooden dowel, inserted in a 3” casing. This must be included with the banner for display
purposes.

The finished banner size must be 50“ wide and 38” high. Banners not meeting these requirements will be disqualified at the Judge’s
discretion.

Club name, current year, and a 4-H clover (minimum of 6” x 6”) must be used on the banner. The club name, city, club leader’s name,
address, and phone number must be clearly printed on a card and securely attached to the back of the banner on the bottom right hand
corner.

Banners may be constructed of any type of fabric with any type of application and should be constructed of materials (felt or hemmed
edge) that can be folded or rolled. Appliqued, embroidery, and trapunto are suggested.

Design must be on one (1) side of banner only and should be two (2) dimensional, expressing one (1) idea.

Open theme banners should promote or relate to 4-H or FFA.

No trademarked items on exhibits.

4-H members are responsible for constructing the banner. Parents and volunteers may assist but not assume total responsibility. Banner
should relate to the club’s 4-H projects or activities.

The sides shall be diagonal from top to
bottom front. The contents of the booth MUST NOT exceed the dimensions of the booth and the envelope of the booth.

Booths must be constructed, entered, and set up by 4-H/FFA members only.

Identification Card must be typed. Font size will be a minimum of 16 pt. Card should be 2” x 3 %:“ in size, displayed horizontally and
attached to the right front corner of the booth bottom board. ID Card must include the club and the county. Booth must display one
official 4-H clover or FFA crest (minimum of 6” x 6”). The AA statement or “Equal Opportunity Programs” must be clearly printed on a
card and securely attached to the booth. AA Statement: The University of Maryland, College of Agriculture and Natural Resources
programs are open to all and will not discriminate against anyone because of race, age, sex, color, sexual orientation, physical or mental
disability, religion, ancestry or national origin, marital status, genetic information, political affiliation, or gender identity and expression.
The judging of these booths will be based upon the way in which the Club presents the subject to the public. The theme of the
display should relate to the club’s project or activity, citizenship or promotion.

No electrical hook ups will be allowed.

Poster must be drawn on or affixed to
standard poster board and must be two dimensional. Exhibitor may use any art medium including: marker, crayon, acrylic, oil or
collage.

5. JUDGING: Unless otherwise noted in section, exhibits will be judged in one of the 4-H age divisions as of January 1. Entries
not conforming to class description and/or division or section will be disqualified.
