THANK YOU to each and every Master Gardener who has taken the Bay-Wise/Water Wise advanced training and
volunteered your time and and expertise in 2024. We look forward to launching an all-new training series starting in
Spring 2025 so that our program can continue to grow and flourish. Our popular online Bay-Wise Advanced Training
series for certified Bay-Wise Master Gardeners will continue on a monthly basis with additional offerings announced
as they become available. Please watch your Master Gardener newsletter and e-mail for announcements and special
invitations.

Since the beginning of the program in 1996, you have certified a total of 3,024 client landscapes and 301 non-
residential landscapes. In addition, 772 of you have had your landscapes certified as demo sites (and 223 are
maintained by active MG’s)! Along the way, you have provided invaluable education, motivation, and inspiration to
your neighbors throughout Maryland. You are helping to transform the way Marylanders understand and manage
residential landscapes for the better!

Since our inception, the program has trained a total of 1,662 Master Gardeners as Bay-Wise/Water-Wise volunteers
and 513 of you are still actively participating on your local committees. For the second half of 2024, you volunteered
3,713.65 hours in Bay-Wise/Water-Wise projects. This time is valued at approximately $129,940.61 with just over
170 acres Bay-Wise/Water-Wise certified in these last 6 months!
